NDSNO IVN MEETING MINUTES
10-15-09

The following people were present at various locations in the state.

A welcome and roll call was done prior to the start of the meeting. The lead site for the IVN was Bismarck, but the meeting was conducted per Jane Prather. 

Old Business The secretary report of the minutes of the 4-22-09 meeting was approved with a motion from Linda Wright and a second from Karen Peterson. The treasurer’s report was approved with a motion from Nancy Leith and a second from Nikki Roesler. The current balance is $5,483.19. Jane discussed the upcoming fund raisers that both Fargo and Bismarck will be doing. Both of the malls have a shopping event in November, after regular hours, that attendees need to purchase a ticket to attend. The NDSNO group will be one of the organizations selling these tickets. All of the proceeds from the tickets go back to the selling organizations. Betty indicated that in Grand Forks there is no such event. 
New Business Jane related to the group that the current positions of president elect and treasurer are open. In addition, the NASN board member position is open in July of 2010. Linda is willing to stay on until July of 2010 even though she is currently retired from active school nursing employment. Linda also expressed that being affiliated with NASN has been very beneficial to the organization and it would be a loss to lose that affiliation. Betty expressed that her experience with the executive committee has been a positive experience. If anyone is interested in any of these positions they should contact one of the executive members. Becky reminded all present that a positive benefit of being a NDSNO member was to receive the two reference books, “School Nursing a Comprehensive Text” and “Disaster Preparedness Guidelines for School Nurses”. Both of these books are published thru NASN. The funding for these resources was possible thru the Coordinated School Health Program. In addition, the membership allows a connection with other school nurses across the state and availability of contact hours. Linda Wright provided an update from the NASN conference that was held in Boston this summer. Please refer to the document “Wow Factors”. A few of the additional items she discussed were that Representative Pomeroy will now be signing on to the Student to School Nurse Ratio Bill HR 2730. Linda also mentioned that the NASN conference is in Chicago 6-29-10 to 7-3-10. An interesting fact is that there is no funding for schools to do a 504 plan but if not provided the federal government can assess the school a fine for not providing the service. There is a new NDEP Diabetes School Guide due to come out shortly. The previous addition was called “Helping the student with diabetes succeed”. Linda also encouraged members to listen to the www.voicesofmeningitis.org to hear some heart wrenching stories from families and survivors of meningitis. Karen Peterson talked briefly about the new website for NDSNO that is currently under construction. The site is www.ndsno.org
H1N1 Update was provided per Tracy Miller from the North Dakota Department of Health. She indicated that as of 10-14-09 North Dakota had 563 influenza cases and of that 110 were confirmed H1N1. The rest were influenza A unspecified via rapid testing. The website at the state for the department of health is

She indicated that these sites have information for schools, fact sheets, book marks, and also the CDC link. The disease control phone number is 1-800-472-2180. In addition, a new hotline number is available for answers to basic questions but not medical advice. This number is 1-866-207-2880. It is answered from 8:00 to 5:00 Monday thru Friday.  
Wanda Rose presentation “How to Function as a Nurse with Delegation in the School Setting”. Wanda indicated that the nurse practice act is in the century code under Chapter 43-12.1. This can be viewed on the North Dakota Board of Nursing website. In addition the rules are described in more detail at Chapter 54-05-02. Wanda’s summary point was to know your nurse practice act. 
Sharing and wrap up. Becky related that the school nurse of the year and the bylaws will possibly be having some changes made to them and this will be discussed at the April meeting. She also reminded people of the Rough Rider conference in Jamestown from 6-1-10 to 6-4-10. Becky said that community members could possibly have assistance with funding. They are also looking at providing contact hours for the presentations for nursing. The 2009 YRBS should be available this fall. Kim Senn indicated that the ND School Health guidelines are in the final reading and will be provided to every school building, all public health sites and every school nurse. The meeting adjourned at 4:00 p.m.
