NDSNO MEETING 

APRIL 22, 2009
JAMESTOWN

9:15 TO 3:00

Business Meeting: The meeting minutes from 10-23-08 were approved with a motion from Nikki Roesler and seconded by Twyla Streibel. The motion carried. The treasurer’s reports from 4-17-08 to 8-12-08; 8-12-08 to 10-23-08 and 10-23-08 to 4-22-09 were reviewed with a final balance of $6,706.16 noted. A motion to approve the treasurer’s reports was given by Karen Peterson and a second by Twyla Streibel. The motion carried. Upcoming executive committee positions available were discussed. Linda Wright, the current ND NASN board director, will be retiring the end of July 2009, so that position needs a replacement. Her NASN position is done in December of 2010. Linda did indicate that she could plan to attend the NASN annual meeting in June in Boston and the new person could start after that conference. She also indicated that she could come to the October NDSNO meeting to give her annual meeting report. In addition, both the president elect and treasurer position are done in October. Discussion took place on how we need members to step to the plate to cover these position in order to continue keeping NDSNO active. Web page update the current website http://ndsno.tripod.com/index.htm is in need of continual updating. NDSNO needs a member willing to take this task on. Discussion took place on providing this person with training to understand the process. Linda Wright made a motion to have NDSNO provide funding for one person to attend a web page training not to exceed $500.00. Jane Prather seconded. The motion carried. Karen Peterson expressed an interested in this training. She will check in her local area for possible trainings available. Becky will also check at the state level. The October meeting will be per IVN possibly on October 15, 2009. Some suggestions for possible contact hours included MRSA or STD’s updates. Legislative update was given by Becky. She indicated that the optional budget which had funding for school nursing did not make the governor’s budget. NDSNO then attempted to approach Senator Tom Fischer with no success due to his indicating that he did not have adequate support from other legislators. General discussion took place that NDSNO does feel that they have numerous agencies providing support for school nursing. DPI provides support but has never provided the funding. Rather they provide funding to the local school district and then in turn the schools determine how to spend the funding. Discussion took place on how to reach school sites with no current nursing services. It is felt that once school districts receive some services for school nursing they realize that they could reap benefits from continual services. Michelle indicated that in Jamestown the community has asked the school district to increase her time in the schools from 40% to 100%. Many school districts utilize nursing service through public health but some are directly through the local school districts. Another idea would be to invite Mrs. Mickey Hoeven or Tammy Wahl (liaison between governor and ND Department of Health) to either an executive meeting or to the October NDSNO meeting. Overall prior to the 2011 legislative session NDSNO would need to have local legislator involvement right from the start to help a bill succeed. Becky indicated that she is working on updating the biannual school nursing survey. Becky will work with Nancy to finalize the document. Instead of the survey being collected in odd years it will be collected in even years so the data would be readily available for the legislative sessions. 

In service provided Dr. R. Etherington, a licensed psychologist, on depression in children. 

NDSNO nurse of the year award was presented to Linda Wright by Jane Prather. 
NASN report was given by Linda Wright. She provided general information on the benefits of being a NASN member. Nancy Kopp from the ND Optometric Association was unable to attend the meeting but had sent an email with some information that she wanted shared. Nancy Kopp wanted to remind the group to submit in their end of the year school vision screening data. She also wanted to share that possibly next legislative session they will develop an education group to look at requiring an eye exam prior to school entry. 

Amy Walters, SE REA Health Coordinator spoke about her position. She just began this job in January. It involves the 35 school districts in the southeast corner of ND. It is funded thru the CDC with a coordinated school health grant. She is in the process of visiting each of the 35 schools in the REA. She is asking the schools about their school nursing services. She encouraged school nurses to attend the Rough Rider conference in Jamestown with a school team if they were able. Some discussion took place on if the sessions had contact hours for nursing possibly more school nurses would attend. Previously NDSNO has provided the camp nurse, done presentations at the conference and also had a member on their board. 
Patricia Hill, RN from the ND Board of Nursing, gave a presentation on regulations related to school nursing. She related that back in 1995 a group of interested parties met to develop a guideline for schools related to health issues.  Members of this group included representation from the Board of Nursing, DPI, ND School Board, NDDH, State Health Officer, ND Pharmacy, and NDSNO. The guideline reference book called “Serving students with health care needs” was printed in November of 1996. Basically any parent has the right to give the school permission to give their child medications. She reviewed the frequently asked questions for school nursing that had initially been developed in 2003. The first question related to who is responsible for assigning the tasks of medication administration or health care services in the school setting. The reply is the school administration due to receiving permission from the parent/guardian. The second question was who supervises medication administration in the school and assesses individual competency. The reply is the school administration. If a nurse is administering the medication then they are to follow the nurse practice act. The third question is can a nurse provide training/education to school staff on safe practices for medication administration or health care services. The reply is yes. The nurse would be acting as a consultant but does not actually delegate or retain accountability of the function. Refer to her handout for additional information on the definition of delegation. The fourth question is what liability exists for the nurse if a health problem with a student arises and the nurse had not been involved in the plan of care. The reply would be for the nurse to follow the standard emergency procedures. The student’s parent/guardian is responsible for telling the school of health concerns. The final question is if a child has a 504 or health care plan that indicates a requirement to receive glucagon, but the nurse is not present full time in the school. The reply is to have an emergency plan in place with written out procedures related to who had been assigned to give assistance and the steps necessary. A key component could be to have written policies /procedures in place in the school for emergency situations. Evy related that in the Bismarck schools’ they have developed a form to use when providing any specialized training. The form indicates who has been given training in a particular procedure and lists the parent as providing the training. It further lists the school nurse present and a brief description of the training. Finally the form is signed by the parent, principal, and staff member. Evy will share this form with the group. Currently there is only legislation related to Epi pens and rescue inhalers. Some discussion took place on legislation for glucagon. Patricia stated that come this fall there may be a need for school nurse representation on a practice act committee with the board of nursing. 

Becky Bailey updates: Becky told the group about a handout available thru EMS, it is called “when to call and ambulance”. Becky also informed the group of a website with multiple resources. The site is the children’s national medical center with emergency medical services for children. The site is www.childrensnational.org/emsc
She also informed the group that the NDSNO can have a booth at the Rough Rider conference in May. We will need to decide on what handouts to provide.
